And pursuant to N.J.A.C 6A:23-7.3, a Board of Education must establish a maximum  

dollar limit for travel expenditure, as defined in N.J.A.C. 6A:23A-7.1 et seq,; 

 

And, BE IT RESOLVED that the Frelinghuysen Township Board of Education includes  

in the tentative budget a maximum travel expenditure in the amount of $3,000.00 for the  

2023-2024 School Year.  The maximum travel expenditure amount for the 2022-23
